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Prophetic View of Sin

Revelation 11:18 states “the nations were angry and Your wrath has come… and should destroy those who destroy the earth.”
Prophetic ministry is about recovery of what’s missing.  It’s about restoration of that which is lost.  It’s about focusing on the sin that cost you something very near and dear to your heart, the removal of that sin, and the canceling of the consequences that followed that sin.
It’s also about the things going on around you, in your church, government and the world.  Jesus came to seek “that” which was lost.  Not “who” was lost.  Salvation was a by-product of this earth.  Which (by the way) is decaying at an incredible rate as we speak.  
What we are talking about today is sin.  Well, isn’t that a grand subject!?!  Let’s talk about your sin.  You know the things you call mistakes.  Little boo-boos.  Most people only cry “boo-hoo” and scream about sin when their fingers get caught in the cookie jar - Like God didn’t know what happened until you got caught and confessed it!
A little boy was standing near a fruit cart and was eyeing a big, juicy plum.  He stole it, ate it and was guilt ridden.  He thought to himself, “Would God really send me to a place of eternal damnation because of that plum?”  He then surmised, “If so, would that mean that the plum was more important to God than I was?”
Now others would think that life is worth more than a plum.  If there is a God, He would not make an unjust decision which results in a person going to hell simply for eating stolen fruit from a tree.  So… “Therefore There Can Be No God!”
Man has pondered the issue of sin.  What is sin?  Why is it so distasteful to God?  Why does sin carry such a stiff penalty?  Well, it only affects me!  No.  Sin leaves its mark on all mankind touches.  Sickness takes away your desire for taste for food.  Sin takes away your desire for spiritual food; which is Godliness.  You begin to lose sight of things God hates, and you are desensitized to the convicting power of the Holy Spirit.
Christians never understand that repentance for sin may cancel the sin, but that doesn’t mean the principle of reaping what you sowed was cancelled.  A man named Philip came to me with a mess of problems and no answers.  I asked the Lord to reveal to me how and why this mess started and how it could be ended.
Philip had a wonderful family, a lovely Christian wife, three lovely children and one grandchild – But, Philip had a wandering eye and a lustful heart.  He entered into adultery and fell in love. This led to divorce, hatred and unforgiveness from his family toward him.  This resulted in a lifting of God’s hand of protection from the family. This allowed the devil to strike the grandchild resulting in death.  The family fell away from Christ because they thought, “Why would God do such a thing?”
When the head of the family enters into deep sin, and that sin continues to build, it’s like poking holes in an umbrella.  Sooner or later, somebody is going to get wet!  No one sins alone.  It will affect all around you.  Sin is rebellion against a Holy God who has set parameters of protection around you and me.  The only people that can break that protection are you and I.  The sins of the Fathers and resulting iniquities will travel to the third and fourth generations of those that hate Me says the Lord.
You may have a glass of milk and empty it out, but the residue is still on the inside of the glass.  Those are the iniquities that have not been washed away.  Those are the curses following that need to be cancelled.  Repentance is a start, but canceling the resulting iniquities and the curses are other matters altogether.  The Blood of Jesus, the Cross of Christ and the authority of the believers are all needed for removal of that avalanche following you.  I hope this has opened your eyes to some of the spiritual dynamics that may be happening in your family line.
