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Convicted for possession of drugs, lead singer for the rock band Stone Temple Pilots, Scott Weiland, talked to Rolling Stone magazine about how being in jail impacted his life.
	Weiland kept repeating the word “humility” and stated this fact: “It’s not me thinking less of myself, it’s me thinking of myself less. As in being more important than anyone else.”
	This kind of thinking has catapulted its way into the modern day church. Too many people conduct their lives on the cafeteria plan – Self-Service-Only! Egotism is the glue with which you get stuck on yourself. Master selfishness or it will master you.
	We love our dogs and cats. But I’ve noticed that dogs and cats are very different. Mankind has attributed characteristics such as loyalty, service and faithfulness to dogs. Cats have traits like independence and aloofness. 
There is a joke about cats and dogs that conveys their differences perfectly. A dog says, “You pet me, you feed me, you shelter me, you love me, you must be God.” A cat says, “You pet me, you feed me, you shelter me, you love me, I must be god!”
	The difference between cats and dogs is very similar to how Christian theology is being lived out today. We call it “Dog and Cat Theology.”
	Dog Christians say, “Lord, You love me, You bless me abundantly, You gave Your life for me, You must be God.” Cat Christians say, “Lord, You love me, You blessed me yesterday, You gave Your life for me, I must be god.”
	Both cats and dogs want obedience in their lives. Dogs learn to obey their masters. Cats want their masters to obey them. Today, we are reaping a harvest of man-created conversions because we are more concerned for man than for God. We are more interested in God serving man than in man serving God.
	Apostle Paul states in Romans 15:8-9, “For I tell you that Christ has become a servant of the Jews on behalf of God’s truth, to confirm the promises made to the patriarchs so that the Gentiles (you and me) may glorify God for His mercy.” There is a purpose to our salvation and that purpose is not only about escaping hell. All of us should be saved so that we may glorify God for His mercy.
	Cats prayers focus on their own lives, their own wants and needs. Theirs prayers contain lots of me’s and my’s. Lots of banana prayers like, “Oh God, bless this bunch as we eat this lunch!”
	Dogs pray things like, “God, we want to advance Your kingdom. We need finances to pour into ministries that will lead many to Christ and glorify You.”
	Dogs pray for blessings for themselves as a secondary focus. Pray that you will have a great impact on your family and the world.
	God is looking to bless us so we can bless others. We must have a concern for what is going on around the world, not just Jefferson County. God sees the world and we see Steubenville. God is looking to reach the world of lost souls through you. We need to lift up the need of the Hindu, Buddhist, and Chinese world untouched by Christian evangelism. 
The Lord is looking for three things in His church: The people to go preach the gospel. The people to finance those going to preach. And the people to pray for those going to preach. I’m not talking about preachers with degrees. I’m talking about you and me. Join a ministry team and go see how the rest of the world lives. You’ll never be the same. The Bible says “they overcame him by the blood of the Lamb and by the word of their testimony” (Revelation 12:11). You have that. You are ready. God can use you- let Him. Time to be a Dog Christian not a Cat Christian. Meow!
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
